The first Lex Frieden Employment Awards winners are outstanding businesses, organizations and individuals: Scott Tisdall of Walgreens Distribution Center in Waxahachie; Professional Contract Services, Inc. in Killeen; Johnson Control in San Antonio; Taco Cabana #278 in Austin; the Laredo Independent School District; and Texas RehabACTion Network of Coastal Bend in Corpus Christi.  The winners were recognized for providing wide-ranging accommodations in the workplace and promoting the natural talents of Texans with disabilities.  This year’s Texas disability employment awareness poster features “Me and My Bike,” a metaphorical reflection on the value of resolve in the face of obstacles, by Houston artist Patricia Hiebeler.

At this time, I encourage all Texans to observe this month by recognizing the strengths that people with disabilities bring to our workforce and our state.
